As one of the last relics of the cold
war, the DMZ attracts a great deal of public interest, and is a popular destination for travelers visiting
Korea. Despite the fact that this is the most heavily armed border in the world, it is extremely rare that
any hostilities take place. These days the DMZ is a safe destination that we would thoroughly recommend
to any traveler.
